About this tour:
The tour visits two distinct environments deal-
ing with ecosystem degradation. In the moun-
tains of Lempira you’ll see the effects of defor-
estation on the watershed and in the Bay Islands 
the challenges to the delicate coral reef system. 
   
The water crisis: 1 out of every 5 people in 
the world lack access to clean water and 2 out 
of every 5 lack basic sanitation. In Honduras 
we’ll visit small scale sustainable water and 
sanitation projects that are part of the one village 
at a time solution to this global challenge. 

In the Bay Islands you’ll have a chance to 
explore the marine habitat of Roatan’s barrier 
reef and to learn about the work of the Coral Cay 
Conservation Project to protect and preserve it. 

We believe tourism can be a positive engine for 
development. To see the coral cay’s challenges 
and to witness the water crisis first hand is to 
understand what needs doing and how we can 
help.

ROATAN. Take a scooter tour of the island, 
dive, swim and relax.

SAN PEDRO • ESPERANZA. 
The trip begins at Tegucigalpa Airport. After 
a tour of the capital city, we drive north 
to the town of Esperanza and our base for 
three nights in the mountains of Intibucá, 
in an ecolodge nestled in a pine forest. This 
evening, Orientation & and Drinks by the 
pool is followed by dinner in a local home in 
Esperanza--authentic local food cooked over 
a wood stove.

ESPERANZA
Todaywitness the personal stories behind the 
global water crisis. After breakfast, travel by 
jeep into nearby Lempira province for a day 
that includes spectacular mountain scenery 
and a ridge walk through coffee plantations 
to villages engaged in water and sanitation 
projects. From tube well to village pila, see 
the workings and meet the children whose 
lives will be enriched forever by clean water 
and sanitation. Picnic lunch. Return to the 
hotel and enjoy a swim and cold beer by the 
pool before dinner. This evening, our local 
host will explain the Lempira community 
development initiatives and talk about your 
contribution tomorrow. Overnight: as above

ESPERANZA • LEMPIRA PROVINCE •

Roll up your sleeves today. After breakfast return 
with our host to Lempira to provide assistance 
on a water project today. Picnic lunch on site. 
Return to the hotel early evening for rest and 
relaxation before dinner.

Tuesday
ESPERANZA • COPAN. 
Early morning departure for the Mayan ruins at 
Copan. Stay in the heart of the charming village 
of Copan ruinas. Lunch is followed by a guided 
tour of this remarkable site. Free afternoon and 
evening to explore the colonial town on your 
own. Overnight:  B L

Wednesday
COPAN • ROATAN. 
After breakfast depart for Roatan, 40km of 
island paradise stretching along the southern 
end of the Mesoamerican Barrier Reef. Your 
West End village base is perfect for swimming, 
snorkeling, diving and exploring the island.

Friday
